a) 
Plan and Section, roughly to scale, indicating the location of the service entry, switchgear, consumer units/distribution boards, all luminaires (with beam direction if appropriate), heaters, cable runs, and lighting/heating switches, relays and contactors.

b)
A full specification, describing the proposed works and materials/equipment to be used, including (for lighting schemes) an illumination (isolux) diagram that conforms to the CIBSE guidance given in the book Church Lighting, by Peter Jay and Bill Crawforth, Church House Publishing 2001, ISBN 0171517584X. 

c)
Copies of the catalogue illustrations of the luminaires/heaters to be used, indicating the body colour of the luminaires and the type, wattage and colour rendering of their lamps.

d)
Where a new supply cable is to be installed, a diagram of the cable route.

5. The following is a statement of the of the minimum requirements usually expected by the DAC as a minimum standard for a scheme to be supported:

a)
Cable laid in contact with dry wood (ancient beams or woodwork, wooden pews, etc) or close to pipe organs, should comply with the requirements given in the relevant part of the BS EN 60332-3 series. If surface mounted they must respect the aesthetics of the building, under the architect’s direction, and where relevant be painted in a water-based paint to match the background.

b)
The installation is to comply in all respects with the current edition of the IET Wiring Regulations (BS7671). Where low-voltage tungsten halogen luminaires are to be used, the voltage must be to the manufacturer’s specifications and within the prescribed levels.

c)
Where a transformer or choke is used in a church, there should be no audible hum.

d)
Where there are surface-mounted power socket outlets in a church, they are to be in metal, with a satin-finish switchplate. The same applies to lighting circuit switches.

e)
Although this form is not normally required for a sound reinforcement system unless a new power supply is necessary, where an induction loop is in place or likely to be installed, new cabling must be routed appropriately and of a type not to cause electromagnetic inference.
