DAC post-consultation Review 

Changes needed 

Following consideration at DAC meeting (or under Delegated Authority) DAC issues 
Notification of Advice: 

• Recommended (with or without provisos) 

• No Objection 

• Not Recommended 
 

Registry sends Petition to the Chancellor for determination 

If no objections received and Chancellor is satisfied, REGISTRY ISSUES FACULTY 

At end of 30 days PCC complete Public Notice Certificate 

DAC sends proposals to CBC, Historic England, local planning 

authority, or National Amenity societies (as appropriate) for 

consultation – up to 42 days to respond 

PCC: 

• completes Petition  

• Submits application to Registry 

• Displays Public Notices for 30 days 

PCC amends proposal 

Ready for DAC meeting 

Possible further consultation period – up to 21 days
